	3. PSAC-NCR Union School

	4. Update on courses

Question asked about our psychological harassment strategy.  We have implemented most elements of our strategy on this question (we offered conflict course, added psychological harassment workshop at Union School).  What remains are work on the NCR flyer and setting up of a speaker’s bureau.

	7. Convention refresher

There are resolutions to be discussed at upcoming Convention impacting education:   One calls for weekday only courses and has concurrence from the general resolutions committee.   
	Education Committee members attending the march 28th NCRC will ask NCR delegates to be opposed to this resolution since it will greatly decrease education programming. 
	Members attending the NCRC will raise concerns about the resolution. 
	

	8. Post secondary accreditation
	Committee members discussed the request received by REO.  Concerns were expressed around the NCR taking on this responsibility on its own.  A position on this question should be national.  Other concerns relate to the fact that post-secondary institutions will require a grading system of our courses.  The accreditation would respond to aspirations of a small group of members.
